Mr. Bischoff made a motion to adopt Ord. #2008-4 on 2™ reading. Mr. Severino seconded the motion. VVote

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Severino provided costs for temporary rental fencing at the Hoffman property. 300” of installed chain
link, galvanized fencing at 8’ height would be under $2,000.00 per year.

Mrs. Dziubek emphasized unsafe areas at the property that have to be fenced off. She said that last night the
property was vandalized, which makes it even more important to put up fencing. The incident was reported
to the State Police and the County Park Ranger.

Option of demolishing unsafe underground garage on the property was discussed. Mr. Severino asked if
quotes have been obtained on complete demolition of the building structure as an alternative option to
renovation. Mr. Haynes will report to the Committee on the demolition contract in Executive Session.

DEFERRED SCHOOL TAX

WHEREAS, the provisions of C. 63, P.L. 1991 (The Supplemental Municipal Property Tax Relief Act)
under Section 13 required municipalities whose school tax year is on a fiscal basis to defer twenty-five (25)
per cent of the maximum allowable amount and anticipate it into their budget over a four (4) year period
beginning in budget year 1991, and ending in budget year 1994 as additional Municipal surplus to offset the
local property tax levy for local purposes; and

WHEREAS, the provisions of C. 63, P.L. 1991 were amended in calendar year 1993 that changed the
mandatory provision of the use of this deferred school tax to a permissive provision; and

WHEREAS, the revised provisions for electing to utilize the deferred school tax require the governing body
to make such election by introduction of the municipal budget.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Union that
election be made to defer school taxes as of December 31, 2007, and be reflected in the Annual Financial
Statement for the year 2007 as follows:

Mr. Haynes expressed his concerns regarding the budget with too many cuts that will limit ability to raise
funds in the next year’s budget. Grace Brennan, CFO, clarified. She stated that there are two caps when it
comes to the budget. One is an appropriation cap, which is at 3.5% this year and if it is not used, is going to
be banked next year. The other is a levy cap, which is currently set at 4%. The Township’s budget is
between 3.5% and 4% right now. She added the levy cap is fine.

Mrs. Dziubek commented on the need to decrease debt and debt service payments. She said that unless the
municipal debt is reduced there is not going to be a significant change in next year’s budget. One option to
deal with this issue would be a referendum to approve a raise for an open space tax.
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Mr. Severino suggested looking into selling some of the properties designated as open space. Deed
restriction and conditions would be imposed to ensure that the properties remained as open space.

Mr. Haynes made a motion to approve 2008 Union Township Municipal Budget as introduced. Mr. Severino
seconded the motion. Vote — Ayes: Mr. Haynes, Mr. Severino, Mr. Bischoff, Mrs. Dziubek. Motion Carried.

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-78b has authorized the Local Finance Board to adopt rules that permit
municipalities in sound fiscal condition to assume the responsibility, normally granted to the Director of the
Division of Local Government Services, of conducting the annual budget examination, and

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:30-7 was adopted by the Local Finance Board on February 11, 1997, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.2 thru 7.5 the Township of Union has been declared eligible to
participate in the program by the Division of Local Government Services, and the Chief Financial Officer
has determined that the Township meets the necessary conditions to participate in the program for the 2007
budget year, so now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Union that in accordance
with N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.6a & b and based upon the Chief Financial Officers certification. The governing body
has found the budget has met the following requirements:

1. That with reference to the following items, the amounts have been calculated pursuant to law and
appropriated as such in the budget:

Payment of interest and debt redemption charges
Deferred charges and statutory expenditures

Cash deficit of preceding year

Reserve for uncollected taxes

Other reserves and non-disbursement items

Any inclusions of amounts required for school purposes

2. That the provisions relating to limitation on increases of appropriations pursuant to N.J.S.A.
40A:4-45.2 and appropriations for exceptions to limits on appropriations found at 40A:4-45.3
et seq. are fully met. (Complies with the "CAP" law.)

3. That the budget is in such form arrangement, and content as required by the Local Budget Law and
N.J.A.C. 5:30-4 and 5:30-5.

4.  That pursuant to the Local Budget Law:

a. All estimates of revenue are reasonable, accurate, and correctly stated
b. Items of appropriation are properly set forth
C. In itemization, form, arrangement, and content the budget will permit the exercise of the

comptroller function within the municipality.

5. The budget and associated amendments have been introduced, publicly advertised, and
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adopted in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Local Budget Law, except that
failure to meet the deadlines of N.J.S.A. 40A:4-5 shall not prevent such certification.

6.  That all other applicable statutory requirements have been fulfilled.

ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET COST OF LIVING ALLOWANCE
AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK
WHEN THE COLA IS EQUAL TO OR LESS THAN 2.5 PERCENT
(N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14)

WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S.A 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation
of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget to 2.5% or the Cost-of —living
Adjustment (COLA), whichever is less, over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain
exceptions; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, in any year in which the COLA is
equal to or less than 2.5% increase its final appropriations by a percentage grater than the COLA , but not to
exceed the 3.5% rate as specified in the law, when authorized by ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the COLA for 2007 has been certified by the Director of the Division of the Local Government
Services in the Department of Community Affairs as 2.5% and,
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WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, in any year in which the COLA is
equal to or less than 2.5%, may, when authorize by ordinance, appropriate the difference between the
amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final
appropriation in either of the next tow succeeding years; and

WHEREAS the Township Committee of the Township of Union in the County of Hunterdon finds it
advisable and necessary to increase its 2008 budget more than 2.5% over the previous year’s final
appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and

WHEREAS the Township Committee hereby determines that a 1.0% increase in the budget for said year,
amounting to $21,874.25 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the Local
Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and

WHEREAS the Township Committee hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not
appropriated, as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of
the next two succeeding years.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Union, in the
County of Hunterdon, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body affirmatively
concurring, that, in the 2007 budget year, the final appropriations of the Township of Union shall, in
accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased by 3.5 %, amounting to $76,559.88,
and that the CY 2008 municipal budget for the Township of Union be approved and adopted in accordance
with this ordinance; and

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as
part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two
succeeding years; and

“Round Three Affordable Housing Regulations” which would mandate the planning for and provision of
substantial numbers of affordable housing units in the municipalities of the State of New Jersey; and,

WHEREAS, the Township of Union opposes the Round Three Affordable Housing Regulations on
a number of bases, including the onerous burdens placed on municipalities, builders and developers, and
ordinary citizens without consideration of actual local needs or development patterns, and the actual
economic forces of the housing and related services sectors in and around the municipalities, including
those special needs in and about the Township of Union; and,

WHEREAS, the Township of Union has been contacted by a group of municipal leaders known as
the “ Seven Town Group” regarding support and participation in a challenge to the Round Three Affordable
Housing Regulations; and,

After returning to the Regular Session of the meeting the following motions were offered:

Mr. Bischoff made a motion to authorize Mr. Severino to arrange for installation of temporary
fencing around portions of the Hoffman House where dangerous conditions appear. This should be
done as soon as possible and not to exceed $3,000.00. Mr. Haynes seconded the motion. . Vote — Ayes:
Mr. Haynes, Mr. Severino, Mr. Bischoff, Mrs. Dziubek. Motion Carried.

Mr. Bischoff made a motion to authorize the Twp. Clerk to advertise for an Administrative Assistant
to the Clerk. Mr. Severino seconded the motion. Vote — Ayes: Mr. Haynes, Mr. Severino, Mr.
Bischoff, Mrs. Dziubek. Motion Carried.

ADJOURNMENT - There being no further business to come before the Township Committee at this time,
Mr. Bischoff made a motion to adjourn. Mr. Severino seconded the motion. Motion carried by unanimous
favorable roll call vote.
