— Court report. Ms. McBride did an analysis for this year versus last year. The Mayor will ask the Court

— Letter from public utilities, JCP&L re: Hurricane Sandy Information. Meeting with utility companies and we
are invited as a municipality to provide input.

—  We have started discussions with regard to filling the position of Enforcement Officer.

— Letter from High Bridge Emergency Squad telling us they appreciate our support and looking forward the
new budgeting cycle.

— We have quite a number of large stumps at Finn Rd. Park that will not fit in the grinder and will take them to
Brian Plushanski’s recycling as soon as it is open.

— Tree on Main St. Jutland we need to determine if it is in the right-of-way. Contact the Engineer to determine.

— Email from Country Acres. None of the debris came down from trees in the right-of-way, it was dragged
from other parts of the property to the road. All of the other developments look good.

— CR 579 a tree came down on the power line and the cables are sagging 3-4 feet from the ground.

— Suggested that the meeting room be spruced up.

Ms. McBride reported the following:

— The Engineer gave me notes on some of the projects.

Race Street project - he forwarded documentation to the Office of Land Use Regulation DEP on Nov. 7"
regarding emergency stream stabilization projects and by the end of the month we may have approval to go
forward.

Hoffman project — demolition of the Hoffman House and the White House should be finished the end of the

week. Showed pictures of water pressurization tank in basement. Left slab from Red House intact. We need
to think about our next steps after the demolition is complete. Remaining generator building and stable
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building we do not need. Ms. McBride suggested that we write a letter to County to Frank Bell, Acting
Director of Parks Dept., with copies to Freeholders, if they have any interest to take those buildings on and if
not to contact Green Acres for permission to demolish them. Further discussion of buildings on north side of
the park. The Attorney will call the Director of Parks Dept. to find out if he would like to meet at the site to
examine the remaining buildings.

— JCP&L rate increase. After many discussions with residents extremely dissatisfied with the customer service
they experienced in the aftermath of Hurricane Sandy, a few of the residents want to form an ad hoc
committee write a letter to JCP&L with suggestions to improve their customer service and information
systems. Some of the residents have some very good backgrounds in these areas and have a lot of good
technical information. Thought we could get together once with the ad hoc committee and get their input and
solutions and write a letter to BPU copying JCP&L and Legislators. Committee agreed.

— Don Church, UTEC Chairman will be attending the Rutgers Environmental Stewardship program in the
spring. His employer will be paying for the program.

— We are making good headway in negotiating a lease contract for a trailhead at Milligan property working with
Jehovah Witnesses.
