Public Hearing: Cellco Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless: Block 11, Lot 12, 16 State Highway Route 173 West: Waiver of Site Plan: Atty. David Soloway, representing applicant, gave a brief overview of the request. Cellco proposes upgrading six of the existing antennas on the +/- 139 foot monopole that was approved in 2005. Three of the original antennas will not be changed. Mr. Soloway believes the proposal is exempt from having to obtain site plan approval; however, the Board requires submission of a waiver. 

Atty. Soloway introduced Engineer Petros Tsoukalas. Mr. Tsoukalas summarized his qualifications. They were acceptable to the Board. He said his firm had prepared the Plan. The Plan shows the monopole and the shelter that houses associated equipment. Mr. Tsoukalas said some of the equipment would be removed. Mr. Kastrud asked if all conditions imposed in 2005, including landscaping and striping, have been met.  Mr. Tsoukalas said the striping has been upgraded and landscaping will be replaced if necessary. 
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Atty. Soloway cited Federal Communications FCC Order and the required criteria for exemption of a Site Plan. He said the proposal does not violate any of the criteria; therefore, the Site Plan Waiver is required to be approved.
