Atty. Anderson explained the rollover concept and the Planning Board’s Role in the matter. He said the Board could waive the site plan requirement pertaining to landscaping and location. Mr. Anderson said the use is consistent with the Echo Ordinance. The Board is required to make a recommendation to the Zoning Officer to issue a permit as per the Ordinance.

Mr. Dunham was sworn by Atty. Anderson. Mr. Dunham said the Unit was approved previously and there would be no detrimental impairment to the neighborhood.       

Mrs. Edwards was sworn by Atty. Anderson. Mrs. Edwards stated the dwelling and Echo Unit are within Ordinance setbacks. She said the Hunterdon County Department of Health would not issue a permit for repairs to the septic system until the Planning Board approved the application. 

Mr. Ford asked for comments from the Board.

Mr. Nace asked if Mr. Dunham would need to obtain a recommendation from the Board if he wanted to sell the primary dwelling and the Echo Unit in the future. Mr. Nace was told that be necessary.

Mr. Stothoff asked Mrs. Edwards if she had a Certificate of Occupancy. She replied “Yes”
